Greetings, parishioners. Last month, our school participated in Red Rib-
bon Week. This week’s bulletin letter is written by Mrs. Bryant, our awe-
some guidance counselor, who moderates our NJHS. She is a blessing to
our school.

“Let’s ‘taco’ about drugs - they are ‘nacho’ friend!”. The phrase you just
read was one of the many themed doors decorated around the school for
Red Ribbon Week. The door decorating contest is one of the many activi-
ties the Student Council and NJHS members planned for the week. From
spirited dress-down days to reading morning announcements daily, to a
pep rally, and other classroom activities, the student leaders spent a lot
of time planning for the eventful week. Monday we kicked off Red Ribbon
Week with a police expo. We are so grateful to the Fort Lauderdale Police
and Broward Sheriff's Office for spending the morning with our students
and explaining what they do to keep us safe. The students got to see
several police vehicles, such as cars, SUVs, motorcycles, the bomb
squad, two K9 dogs, and a horse. Students in grades 5-8 learned about
the hazards and health risks of vaping on Wednesday in a dynamic presentation from Dr. Jose
Rey, MS, PharmD, BCPP. On Friday, we wrapped up the week with some exciting activities! The
cafeteria was set up with various stations to reinforce the national Red Ribbon Week theme -
“Be Kind to the Mind - Live Drug Free!”

The activities at the stations incorporated various instructional disciplines and Habits of Mind.
There were seven stations in total, a couple of stations included a prayer chain, where students
could write a special prayer intention, a “Fruitful” Word Wall, for students to research in dic-
tionaries and thesaurus and find synonyms for Fruits of the Holy Spirit - including KINDness,
and a math-themed station for students to guess how many Hershey’s Hugs were in a jar. In
this activity called, "Hugs Not Drugs”, they not only had to estimate but had to list the steps
they made before making their educated guess. Finally, the students finished the week with a
pep rally. Student Council and NJHS members led the festivities and games for the student
body. Throughout the week the student leaders also had other activities planned such as mini
classroom lessons and other special visits from “Officer McGruff.” It was a great week that rein-
forced the message that there are so many other things to way to be cool without getting in-
volved in drugs.
