Security and Ethics CommiMee on the Regula5on of Emerging Technologies (S.E.C.R.E.T)-Focusing on 
A.I.; and the Specialized CommiMee-The Road to the Oval Office: Winning Hearts and Votes. 
We are so proud of our students who par5cipated, and we are grateful to Mrs. Bolduc, our social 
studies and compara5ve wri5ng teacher, for modera5ng the event. We look forward to par5cipa5ng 
in this event at Cardinal Gibbons every year. Our school has begun the World’s Finest Chocolate 
fundraiser.
